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Capital Punishment

AB 1359 (Jared Huffman, D., San Rafael) provides
that condemned prisoners may be housed at any level
four security prison. FCLCA OPPOSES. Assembly
Appropriations Committee.

SB 28 (Jeff Denham, R., Merced) decommissions
San Quentin State Prison without reducing the prison
population and authorizes the governor to designate
which prison would house condemned prisoners.
FCLCA OPPOSES. Senate Public Safety Committee.

Children and Youth

AB 12 (Karen Bass, D., Los Angeles) extends serv-
ices for emancipated foster youth to age 21. FCLCA
SUPPORTS. Assembly Appropriations Committee.

AB 61 (Pedro Nava, D., Santa Barbara) eliminates
deferred entry of judgment for minors convicted of
certain sex offences. FCLCA OPPOSES. Senate Public
Safety Committee.

AB 743 (Anthony Portantino, D., Pasadena) requires
social workers to make reasonable efforts to place
siblings and half-siblings together when being

placed in foster care. FCLCA SUPPORTS. Assembly
Appropriations Committee.

AB 999 (Nancy Skinner, D., Berkeley) expands pro-
gram credits for youth incarcerated in Division of
Juvenile Justice facilities. FCLCA SUPPORTS. Senate
Floor.

SB 399 (Leland Yee, D., San Francisco) establishes
criteria under which minors sentenced to life without
parole may be re-sentenced to a lesser term. FCLCA
SUPPORTS. Assembly Public Safety Committee.

Criminal Justice/Imprisonment

ABX 3 14 (Juan Arambula, I., Fresno) would reduce
California’s prison population by 27,000 prisoners
over two-year period by providing alternate custody
for certain-low level offences, adjusting the felony
threshold for property crimes for inflation, changing
some wobblers to misdemeanors, expanding good-
time credits and creates the California Public Safety
Commission to develop new sentencing laws. FCLCA
SUPPORTS. Assembly Concurrence.

AB 16 (Sandré Swanson, D., Oakland) makes solici-
tation of a person under 18 years of age a serious and
violent felony eligible for a “third strike” prosecu-
tion. FCLCA OPPOSES. Assembly Appropriations
Committee.

AB 27 (Kevin Jeffries, R., Murrieta) increases the
amount of damage required for a person to be guilty
of aggravated arson from $5,650,000 to $6,500,000.
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FCLCA SUPPORTS. Signed by governor.

AB 114 (Wilmer Amina Carter, D., Los Angeles)
authorizes counties to create restorative justice pro-
grams to address the needs of minors convicted of
crimes, crime victims and communities. FCLCA
SUPPORTS. Senate Floor.

AB 151 (Ira Ruskin, D., Palo Alto) extends the sunset
date on the City of East Palo Alto’s re-entry program
to January 1, 2012. FCLCA SUPPORTS. Assembly
Appropriations Committee.

AB 390 (Tom Ammiano, D., San Francisco) legalizes
the possession, sale and cultivation of marijuana for
persons age 21 and older and regulates distribution,
providing fees to fund drug abuse prevention pro-
grams. FCLCA SUPPORTS. Assembly Public Safety
Committee.

AB 777 (Karen Bass, D., Los Angeles) requires the
creation of a pilot program to provide prisoners with
a valid California identification card upon being
paroled. FCLCA SUPPORTS. Senate Appropriations
Committee.

AB 785 (Karen Bass, D., Los Angeles) requires the
Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation to
implement a parole violation decision-making instru-
ment to provide guidelines for parole agents and
states the Legislature’s intent that community sanc-
tions be utilized for low-level parole violations. FCLCA
SUPPORTS. Assembly Appropriations Committee.

AB 845 (Karen Bass, D., Los Angeles) extends the
sunset date on Department of Correction’s Re-entry
Advisory Committee to January 1, 2014. FCLCA
SUPPORTS. Senate Appropriations Committee.

AB 1487 (Jerry Hill, D., San Mateo) doubles the co-
pay for medical visits for prisoners in local correc-
tional facilities with additional funds placed into the
county inmate welfare fund. FCLCA OPPOSES. Senate
Public Safety Committee.

SB 46 (Elaine Alquist, D., Santa Clara) eliminates the
statute of limitations for certain sex offences. FCLCA
OPPOSES. Senate Public Safety Committee.

SB 118 (Ted Lieu, D., El Segundo) adds the provision
that incarcerated parents receive services to reunify
with their children to existing family reunification
requirements. FCLCA SUPPORTS. Senate Human
Services Committee.

SB 678 (Mark Leno, D., San Francisco and John
Benoit, R., Riverside) creates the Community
Corrections Performance Incentive Fund to bolster
local probation supervision and requires the California
Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation to



transfer a portion of the savings from the reduced costs of
incarceration into the fund. FCLCA SUPPORTS. Assembly
Appropriations Committee.

SB 738 (Loni Hancock, D., Berkeley) elevates the Superin-
tendent of Correctional Education to Deputy Director with
expanded duties to facilitate prisoner education. FCLCA
SUPPORTS. Senate Appropriations Committee.

Equality/Non-discrimination

AB 943 (Tony Mendoza, D., Norwalk) limits the circum-
stances under which employers may obtain consumer credits
reports of employees for purposes of employment. FCLCA
SUPPORTS. Senate Floor.

AB 974 (Audra Strickland, R., Thousand Oaks) creates “lim-
ited public forums” at school sponsored activities on public
school grounds to allow pupils to proselytize and express
their religious views. FCLCA OPPOSES. Assembly Judiciary
Committee.

HR 5 (Tom Ammiano, D., San Francisco) and SR 7 (Mark
Leno, D., San Francisco) express the Assembly and Senate’s
finding that Proposition 8 revised the California Constitution
and was not constitutionally enacted. FCLCA SUPPORTS.
Adopted.

SB 54 (Mark Leno, D., San Francisco) requires the State of
California to recognize valid same-sex marriages contracted
out of state prior to November 5, 2008. FCLCA SUPPORTS.
Assembly Floor.

Governance

AB 1308 (Curt Hagman, R., Chino Hills), SB 370 (George
Runner, R., Lancaster) and SB 631 (Mimi Walters, R.,
Laguna Hills) would make persons on felony probation ineli-
gible to vote. FCLCA OPPOSES. Assembly Elections and
Redistricting Committee and Senate Elections, Reappor-
tionment and Constitutional Amendments Committee
respectively.

SCA 5 (Loni Hancock, D., Berkeley) would place a constitu-
tional amendment on the ballot to change the threshold for
passing the state’s budget from a two-thirds, supermajority to
a simple majority. FCLCA SUPPORTS. Senate Appropriations
Committee.

SCA 24 (Loni Hancock, D., Berkeley) would place a constitu-
tional amendment on the ballot to shorten the maximum time
served in the Legislature for Members elected after November
2, 2010 from 14 years to 12 years and to allow them to be
served either in the Assembly or Senate or a combination
therefore. FCLCA SUPPORTS. Senate First Reading.

Health Care

AB 119 (Dave Jones, D., Sacramento) prohibits health
insurers from charging price differentials on the basis of
gender beginning January 1, 2011. FCLCA SUPPORTS.
Assembly Concurrence.

AB 1218 (Dave Jones, D., Sacramento) requires the Depart-
ment of Managed Health Care to regulate health insurance
premiums, deductibles and co-pays. FCLCA SUPPORTS.
Assembly Health Committee.

AB 1269 (Julia Brownley, D., Santa Monica) allows enrollees
in the California Working Disabled Program who are tem-
porarily unemployed to retain Medi-Cal coverage for up

to 26 weeks. FCLCA SUPPORTS. Senate Appropriations
Committee.

AB 1383 (Dave Jones, D., Sacramento) imposes a coverage
dividend fee on hospitals in order to supplement current
Medi-Cal reimbursements. FCLCA SUPPORTS. Senate Floor.

SB 1 (Darrell Steinberg, D., Sacramento) expands children’s
eligibility for Medi-Cal and Healthy Families by modifying
income requirements. FCLCA SUPPORTS. Senate Health
Committee.

SB 484 (Rod Wright, D., Los Angeles) would make pos-
session of ephedrine and pseudoephedrine without a pre-
scription an infraction or misdemeanor. FCLCA OPPOSES.
Assembly Appropriations Committee.

SB 810 (Mark Leno, D., San Francisco) establishes the
California Healthcare System to provide affordable and com-
prehensive health care benefits for all California residents.
FCLCA SUPPORTS. Senate Appropriations Committee.

AB 494 (Anna Caballero, D., Salinas) authorizes landowners
subject to the Williamson Act to subdivide up to 10 acres

to be sold or leased to a nonprofit organization or housing
authority for farmworker housing. FCLCA SUPPORTS.
Senate Floor.

AB 761 (Charles Calderon, D., City of Industry) prohibits
local ordinances from using vacancy control to regulate
rents in mobile home parks. FCLCA OPPOSES. Senate Rules
Committee.

AB 1177 (Paul Fong, D., Cupertino) creates the California
Interagency Council on Homelessness to construct cross-
agency and community cooperation responses to homeless-
ness. FCLCA SUPPORTS. Senate Appropriations Committee.

SB 290 (Mark Leno, D., San Francisco) deletes the sunset in
existing law that requires the owner of a residential dwelling
to give 60 days notice (30 days if occupied less than one year)
before terminating a rental contract. FCLCA SUPPORTS.
Assembly Floor.

Peace/Nonviolence

AB 223 (Fiona Ma, D., San Francisco) requires the San
Francisco Board of Education to make JROTC courses avail-
able to pupils in grades 9 to 12. FCLCA OPPOSES. Assembly
Appropriations Committee.

AB 351 and AB 1569 (Mary Salas, D., Chula Vista) author-
izes local school districts to exempt high school students

who participate in JROTC and other designated activi-

ties from physical education courses. FCLCA OPPOSES.
Assembly Education Committee and Senate Rules Committee
respectively.

AB 962 (Kevin de Leon, D., Los Angeles) requires the
Department of Justice to maintain records pertaining to
ammunition transactions and requires that ammunition
transactions be conducted face-to-face. FCLCA SUPPORTS.
Senate Floor.

SB 115 (Alan Lowenthal, D., Long Beach) creates an exemp-
tion to the loyalty oath requirement for public employees and
applicants based on religious, moral and ethical beliefs pro-
vided the employee is willing to uphold the laws of the land.
FCLCA SUPPORTS. Governor’s Desk.
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
